• Please bring your pie and recipe to the Frenchtown Inn for contest at 11:00am on 
 Sunday, October 18, 2009. All pies must be in disposable pie tins.
• This is an outdoor event so if your pie needs refrigeration, you will be responsible 
 for those arrangements.  Pies will be on display from 11:00am –1:00pm.
• Judging is based on the criteria of appearance, taste, and creativity.
• Judging by a panel of local ‘celebrities’ and will take place at 12:00pm, Sunday
